A Farmington Hills tecnager
arrested last month with another
teen accused of b two
Northville Township homes has
been found guilty of unlawful
entry.

Mark Bruno, 18, will be on
probation for some time to come
after 35th District Court Judge
Ron Lowe convicted him of the
misdemeanor offense on July 5.
Township police arrested him on
June 25 for walking on the prop-
;.rty of a Marillyn road home.

nvestigators say he was trying to
find fuel to fill the empty tank of
the pickup truck that he and
Anthony Lavin were driving
around the area.

Lavin, an 18-year-old Redford
Township resident, is charged
with stealing more than $17,000
worth of cash and merchandise
from houses on Pierson and
Meadowbrook roads during the
month of June. They and
road lie off Seven Mile opposite
the Northville State Hospital
property.

According to township police
Lavin and Bruno were spotted
cruising that area In the early
hours of June 25. The officers
Involved say they recognized the
pickup the two were driving as
one seen in two break-ins earifer
in the month.

Investigators sald they watched
as the two knocked on the doors
of several homes to see if anyone
was home. Lavin and Bruno were
taken Into custody when Bruno
was found on the Marilyn home
looking for gas.

Facing two felony burglary
counts Lavin has allegedly con-
fessed to the crimes, claiming to
have stolen to get money for his
crack habit. He is being held in
the Wayne County Jail after fail-
Ing to post a $40,000 cash bond
and faces a court hearing soon.
