As an accomplished 
professional violinist, 
Qyteti has an extensive 
background in perfor­
mance, as well as teach­
ing. Currently, serving 
principal second violin 
for the Michigan Phil­
harmonic and was asso­
ciate concertm aster for 
the prior seven years.
