Statistics Show That California Eastly
Steads Every State in the Umon
in vaerslty.
In ﬂlverﬁfy of dimste and sarface,
California, as is well known, leads
every siate in the Unlon. It=is next
to Texas in size, with an area of about
160,000 sqosre miles and a length of
775 mles, and 1t extends through near-
Iy ten degrees of 1gtitude, with™a ver-
fical range from _nea¥ly 200 feet below

Palmer of the United States weather
| bureau reports thaf the amnual ramn-
fall varies from one-half inch . the
Mohave district to over 100 inches m
the Sierra Xevads, while cevta;m areas
have _the greafest spowfall in the
Unitea States, and others have praec
fically none.” In. the Sierra:Nevada.
the average annual precipitairton m-
creases 5 inches pér 1,000 feet of rige
up to 5,000 feet, and dimirpishes at
greater heights. In the south, about 90
per cent of the ramfall 1s in winter;
in the north, 75 per cet. Heavy falls
often oceur over short perfods—T71.5
inckes for the month being a January
record at an elevation of 2,750 feet;
and 16.7 mches 1n 24 hours'at a height
of 2,548 fzet 1S very curiounsly,=an Au-
gust record. Lower _stations have
shown periods of 12 months to two
Fyears with no measurable rainfali,
while the depressions—such as Im-
perial valtey and Death valley—have
several years’ records of less thar one-
nalf inch.

Farmers Clubbing Together to
Buy Poxson. :

An instance of the value of co-oper-
tive buying is found in the recent ac-
tion of a group of farmers in Orange
county, Florida, who combmned their
orders for carbon bisulphid and placed
them through their county agert. The
purchase totaled 1,000 pounds and the
material was secured at & saving of
38 cents' a pound under the price that
| would have been charged for individ-
Fual Durchases in small quantities, so
that the deal Tepresented a saving of
$380 to these farmers. This carbom
bisulphid w1l be used in fumigating
the corn to kili corn weevils. Losses
from this source scmetimes are as
‘much as 20 per cent. The farmers
who are planping to fumigate their
corn either have remodeied their old
cribs to mdke them airtight or have
built new ones.

Use Care in Selecting Plants,

In selecting plants one is governed
largely by the soil and climatic condi-
tons, poswtion of buildings, walks,
drives, Tountaihs, bodies of water, and
the surrouading area. Sou conditions
may be changed by the addition of
manure or comntercia:i fertilizers. Of.
ten the amateur is not familiar with
the varicus londs of plants, and is
unable to make the proper selections.
For such individuals it is advisabla
for them to_visit the parks and oth-
er well planted landseapes. This will
