Recyclable Items \'wouldbe separ·
ated from other household wastes.

In addltion to the sUcker plan. the
city proposes to cut residential subsl·
dles to commercial users. ResJdenls
currently pay fully 80 percent of all
city trash collection costs. even
though resldents produce only 56
percent of the trash flow.

A lenthy session to hash out the City
of Northville garbage pickup plan Thurs-
day took some steps In the right direc-
tion. but sUIl left some issues
unresolved.

The heart of the plan is a $4 per-
household. per-month base fee for recy-
cling and refuse pickup. Added to that
will be a charge of $1.50 for each bag of
garbage.

City offidals estimate that a typical
household will generate about one and
one-half bags of trash per week. If that
sounds optimIstic. remember that more
trash will probably get recycled under
the new plan - both because curbside
pickup wtlI be immensely more conve-
nient than a drop-off center and because
a per-bag charge will discourage simple
disposal.

So the bottom line is that a typical
house. accepting the city's volume esti-
mate. will payabout$13 a month for gar-
bage disposal. That's better than the flat -
rate $16,30 being charged under the in-
terim trash-collection rates.

Actress is a
down -to-earth
discovery

The cover on the press material
reads, "Elaine Miles, Star.n Who?

Miles plays Marilyn Whirlwind,
the unflappable angel of "line onen

in Dr. Joel Fleishman's storefront
office on "Northern Exposure,"
airing Mondays on CBS. Her
qualifications for stardom are
unorthodox, and her. story is
charming.

Miles never set out to be Marilyn,
Hollywood's most successful
American Indian actress had
worked at a series of minimum-
wage assignments, including a
McDonald's job that lasted half a
day, when she accompanied her
mother to a Seattle casting call for
the low-budget summer-
replacement series.

"I was so proud," she says, of that
first, fast-food job. But, "to wo!k at
McDonald's, you have to be qUick.

"The lady put me on milkshakes.
She said, 'That's easy for you to do.'

"That particular day, everybody
wanted milkshakes. Iwas trying my
best, you know) and she came ba~k
and said, "Elaine, can you speed It
up a bit?' And Ijust looked at her
like, 'I'm trying the best Ican. m

Milkshakes oozed on the counter
and customers began walking out.
The manager fired her, little
knowing that the benign, wordless
gaze she had witnessed would be the
key to Miles' success.

A woman of few words, Marilyn
Whirlwind relies on her poker-faced
composure (which is known to give
Dr. Fleishman fits) to achieve
results. Neither defiant nor stoic nor
martyr-like, Marilyn's outward
calm gives her an air of good sense
and, occasionally, indulgence that
seem to have their source in an
inner wisdom.

Miles probably wore that
characteristic expression as she
waited for her mother to audition
for the part of l\1:arilyn.

"I was just sitting there waiting
for my mother and (the casting
agent) talked me into auditioning
for the part." Both women were
called back to read for the
producers, and Elaine got the part.
Her mother was cast in a cameo
role as Mrs. Anku, wife of the ailing
medicine man. The arrangement
suited them both, says Miles,
because "my mom's got other things
to do."

During her first day en the set in
tiny Roslyn, Wash., Miles was
awestruck as she met the other
actors, particularly Barry Corbin,
whom she remembered from
"Urban Cowboy." But the full
impact of her casting coup came
with her first paycheck.

"I thought there was a typo or
something. I thought, 'No way.'
Because the most I ever made was,

like minimum wage.
"I wanted to go buy everything.

Seattle was there waiting; the mall
was waiting for me." She intended
to cash the check, but cooler heads
prevailed.

"The lady at the bank, her name
is Glenda; she's seen me grow up.
She said, 'You've got to open a
checking (account). 'I looked at her
and said, 'Checking? You mean I
can have a checking account?:"

Asked how she views the
portrayal of American Indians in
the series, Miles recalls some
negative comments over an episode
in which she appeared at a Cicely
powwow in her own Cayuse-Nez
Perce tribal outfit. Alaskan Indians
were upset "because they do not
have powwows up there." (Miles is a
Women's Northern Buckskin
traditional dancer.)

"I had to remind them that this is
TV, you know. They have things on
TV that don't relate to things that
Caucasian people do, and you
(white) people don't complain about
that."

Such is the wisdom of Marilyn
Whirlwind.

syndicated children's show Way Cool
attempts to bake humble pie for the
gumball group. Whether or not young-
sters swallow it depends largely on how
old they are.

The half-hour series consists of a
hodgepodge of skits and music orbiting
around a theme of the week. Humor is
used as a tool to reshape potentially
petrifying situations, and soon family,
friends and mankind are laughing with
you. not at you.

Kids the cast's age will likely realize
the crises they face are more growr. up
than the ones whitewashed on the
show, but younger children may
identify with the junior-high lingo
(goob. knob. dude. etc.) and situations,
perhaps absorbing a lesson in socializa-
tion in the process. \Ve learn it's not
the end of the world to have bad hair,
be scared of spiders or speak in front of
the class.

Horse of the Year honors and $7

million in purses wiIJ "be at stake
Saturday, Nov. 2, when NBC Sports
goes to ChurchiJl Downs in Louisville,
Ky., for live coverage of the eighth
annual Breeders' Cup races.

Seven races will be run over a
four-hour period, including the day's
showcase event: the $3 million
Breeders' Cup Classic, featuring Horse
of the Year candidates In Excess and
Farma Way. Either horse could clinch
the award with a victory, although
Black Tie Affair, a sprinter, will also be
a favorite ora the one-and-a- quarter·
mile course. Other horses to watch
include Unbridled, who won the race
for 3-year-olds and up last year, and
former Kentucky Derby winner Strike
The Gold.

Although previous Breeders' Cup
races have provided many great
moments, last year's event will be
remembered primari:y for the tragic
loss of two of the world's top thor-
oughbreds. In the Breeders' Cup
DhtafT, Go For Wand was locked in a
stretch duel with Bayakoa when the
3-year-old filly shattered her right front
ankle and had to be humanely des-
troyed. Earlier in the day, Mr. Nicker-
son suffered a hean attack at the
beginning of the Breeders' Cup Spnnt
and died on the track.

Tom Hammond, who has been a pan
of every Breeders' Cup telecast, will
serve as host of the richest day in
