Township

Northville Township appears
ready to Ink a contract with

. Brown1ng·Ferrls Industnes wh1ch
would net residents four years worth
of free curbside ncycling.

The long-delayed agreement origi-
nally was struck in early 1991. but
qUlbbllng between representaUves of
the township. BF! and two area sewer
authorities apparently slov.-ed the
deal.

Based on a tentative contact. the
township would lease capadty in Its
portion of the Western Townships
UUlitiesAuthority sewer line to BF! in
exchange for 48 months of free cwb-
Side recycling. $1.3 mllllon In capItal
cormection fees. and four annual
$65.000 payments to the townsh1p's

general fund.
For Its part. BF1 gains access to a

new sewer line wh1ch will allow It to
transport leachate - a landfillUqufd
byproduct - to a treatment plant In
Ypsilanti .

BF! will pay for a tie· In line wh1ch
will extend eastward from Its Salem
Townshfo·based Arbor Hills landfill
to the western·most point of the
WIUA sewer line.

Hosmer said the tawnshJp now op·
erates wlth an "austere" budget. and
said the govenunent's belt could
tighten uncomfortably next year.

a rate.of·inflation cap.

In this case. the township would
seek about .36 mill to add to Its cur-
rent 3.8245·milllevy. The addJUonal

The revised plan will go before the
school board for fonnal approval at
tonlght's rneeUng.

Despite all the crltidsm residents
leveled against Northville school om·
cials over thelr proposed bUsing
routes last1\lesday, the policy sub-
committee accepted a slmilar but dif·
ferent plan from David BoUtho. assis-
tant supertntendent for adminIstra·
t.tve seMces.

The new plan sUll complies with
the state·s 1.5-miIe radius restric·
tion. but it adds a clause that allows
any student who can get to a deslg·
nated bus stop to ride the bus.

Even though board members ex·
plored other concepts. this plan was
deemed the IllOiStcost-dTecUve and
e1IIdent plat'} available using existing
resources.

Most board members were in
agreement that given Lansing's un·
certainty over funding public educa·
tion and other financial and contrac-
tual obligations that could deplete
cash resetVeS. they couldn·t Justify
tapping the fWld equity account to
pay for busing this year.

"Idon'l feel thatwecan dip Into the
fund equity any further than we al·

ready have to; said board President
carol Rah1mL

Her comments were echoed by
board members Jean Hansen. Bob
McMahon. Richard Brown. and
Glenna Davis. who all feared deplet·
Ing the district's fund eqUity account
for busing would not be prudent.

-Our fund eqUity is not all that
much: said Hansen. '1'ransporta·
tion is nJce when we have the money
to do it. but we don't have the money
to do IL

-So many of those people at that
meeting moved here for the quality of
all of our programs. not because ~
bused our Idds; she said.

Back in 1977. Harrawood and Cash were just two among

many Realtors who came up against an Oak Park city ordJ·
nance that prohibIted all signs of any kind in front of a home
Corsale.

"Mayor Shepherd had an idea that you should have no
signs at all: said Harrawood. "That meant 'Free kittens,'
Happy Hanukkah.' and everything else."

It took nearly two yean; and $50,000 oftheir own money to
literally fight city halL Though the local and national boards
oC Realtors wouldn't back them, Harrawood and Cash did
draw a lot of cheerleaders. Along the way. a NewJen;ey case

When the idea of paying to participate
in sports and other co-eurrfcular actM·
ties first arose in Northville schools,
everyone involved knew it would be
sticky.

The School Board recently approved a
system which seems to provide the best
solutions to the thorny funding prob-
lems. And whUe the process which led to
the decision was relatively good, it could
have been better.

Athletic programs constitute a signif-
icant expense in the school district's

"budget. With the results of the district's
two millage-increase proposals this year
providing an Unmistakable statement of
voter sentiment, district officials really
had no choice but to cut funding for
athletics.

Many decisions did need to be made, I

however. Should the district fund a
varsity-only program? Should it adopt a
pay-to-play system to cover the enUre
existing program? Or should it seek
another alternative?

Having the district fund a varsity-only
program would simply not have been
fair. All taxpayers in the community
would be paying for a program invoMng
relativelyfewstudents.At the same time,
with no "feeder" systems in the lower
grades. future varsity sports programs
would be damaged, even if the current
crunch lasts only a year.

The district appointed a committee to
research a pay-to-partJcipate program
for sports and other co-eumcular actM-
ties. The committee recommended a
program which the School Board largely
adopted but altered.

Specifically, the panel's reconunenda-
tIon excluded a separate ninth-grade
sports program and funded the athletic
director's position half-time. At the
superintendent's reconunendation, the
board included ninth-grade sports and,
as a result. funded the AD post full-time.
The costs for these changes were not
known at the time, but pre1lmJnaIy fig-
ures announced a week ago indicate ath-
letes will pay around $210 per sport.

We think the process was flawed, al-
though the resulting program may well
be the best option for all involved. Ap-
pointing a citizen committee to develop a
reconunendation was a good move, the
right thing to do both practically and po-
litically. As always in cases like these,
the committee is there only to recom-
mend, so the board had everyrfght to de-
viate from the committee's proposal.

However, the deviations in this case
should have been handled better. The
committee's chaIge was to co~e up with
a bargain-basement plan, and that's
what it did. That was the reason for no
ninth-grade sports, and for the half-time

funding of the AD job.
The decisions to include a freshman

program and full-time AD position make
a lot of sense. It would indeed create an
odd situation to restore sports programs
for grades 6, 7,8, 10, 11, and 12 while
leaving the freshmen out. (Although,
frankly, we've never understood why
ninth-grade andjuniorvarsity programs
couldn't be combined.)

But ifthJs was the direction, school of-
ficials could have notified the connntttee
members before their reconunendation
was changed at the eleventh hour. More
to the point, the committee's charge
could have been different. And school of-
ficials certainly should have spoken up
dUring the conunJttee meetings ifninth-
grade sports were supposed to be con·
sidered necessary.

We wish the administration and
School Board had at least put more
public discussion into the fact that the
plan they were approving altered the
committee reconunendation in signific-
ant ways.

It was also disturbing to some parents
that the board approved the pay-to-play
system without a very firm idea of how
the changes to the recommendation
would affect the program's cost. Yes,
there was a need for qUick action and
yes, there are a lot offunding uncertain-
ties involved here. But familles trying to
plan for paying two or three fall athletes
were having a tough enough time figur-
Ing things out: approving a plan at an
unlmown cost made it a llttle tougher.

The end result, unfortunately, is
probably the best option athletes, pa-
rents and taxpayers in general could ex-
pect. The pay-to-play program as ap-
proved is as fair as possible to all con-
cerned. The school board has done all we
can imagine to address the issue of ath-
letes who can't afford to pay, An allow-
ance for donations from the publlc and a
confidential committee to review cases
seems like a reasonable and sensitive
approach.

It's too bad that ithas all come to this:
athletic programs undeniably provide
significant benefits for the community as
a whole as well as the players them-
selves. With the district's flnancJal prob-
lems, though, this is probably the best
anyone can hope for this year.

- tom. ThJs el1mInates the possibility of scorclUng.
For added convenience. measure. mix and cook
pudding In a four-cup glass measure.

'. You may have gtven up on puddJng thlnk1ng
It is too tattenIng. Make scme changes. Use
skim milk. egg subsUtutes. cut down on sugar
by addJng more van1Ua and use reduced-calorie
margartne. The puddlng w1ll sUll be good and
smell as wonderful as you remember.

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'2000 Malibu Road'
not open to view
More promi~ing series
slated for fall debuts

CBS' six-part, end-of-summer se-
ries 2000Malibu Road is the tale of
a career woman (Lisa Hartman)
who's mortgaged to the hilt and
"can't sell her house because of the
bad real estate market," according
to executive producer Joel
Schumacher (Flatliners). It's a
show about "real life," says Hart-
man. As long as your idea of real
life is an exclusive piece of beach-
front property and a career in pros-
titution.

"So she takes in roommates be-
cause she's going to stop hooking,"
Schumacher explains. There's an as- .
piring actress (17-year-old Drew
Barrymore), her "Svengali-like" sis-
ter (Tuesday Knight) and a lawyer
(Jennifer Beals). Each woman has
her secrets (the prostitute was
abused by her stepfather; the law-

yer's fiance just died and she has a
drinking problem), which we'll dis-
cover as this part-time soap works
up a lather in the weeks ahead.

From all appearances, CBS has
gone slumming with 2000 Malibu
Road, which debuts as a two-hour
movie on Sunday, Aug. 23. The re-
maining hours will air in a Wednes-
day-night slot beginning Aug. 26. In
fact, the behind-the-scenes drama
may lead as much interest to the
show as its titillating plot lines.

After four weeks of production
Schumacher and co-executive pro-
ducer Terry Louise Fisher (L.A.
Law) presented three scenes to the
press. The scenes emphasized cleav-
age, the sisters' intense bond (which
include an unusually sensual foot
rub), and a business transaction in
which Hartman's character raised

Is all this integral to the plot?
That's impossible to say since ad-
vance episodes of Malibu Road
have been withheld by CBS. During
their press conference, Schumacher,
Fisher and the lead actresses ex-
pressed dismay at the aggressive re-
ception the clips received. While the
reporters used words like "exploi-
tive" and "sleaze," Fisher defended
the show as "romantic."

"If it's just sleaze to you," said
Schumacher, "I'm sorry, 'cause we
don't see it that way."

When one reporter observed that
most people "don't charge $4,000"
for sexual favors, Hartman
snapped, "That's your problem."

Notably absent from the slugfest
were production partner Aaron
Spelling, who was on hand during
similar press events for Fox's Mel-
rose Place and NBC's The Round
Table; and the CBS executives, in-
cluding entertainment chief Jeff Sa-
gansky. (In cases where a favorable
or even mediocre press reception is
anticipated, network executives line ,
up along the sides and back of the
room.)

According to Schumacher, Sagan-
sky approached him several months
ago about developing the series. In
Schumacher's words" "He wanted
something with exciting young
women and glamour."

In view of the results why doesn't
the network simply air Malibu
Road as part of its steady late-night
lineup? Probably because it fears
damaging its relationship with hit
maker Spelling, series drawing card
Hartmanh (Knots Landing) and
Fisher, who was hailed for her origi-
nality as co-creator of L.A. Law.
Instead, Malibu Road is praised
with another summer ensemble dra-
ma, Freshman Dorm.

Dorm is ostensibly about college
life, but there's little time for class-
es for its trio of coed roommates. In
the first episode, one of the young
women loses her virginity, and her
evidently more wordly pals offer
excited congratulations. Episode
two is titled, "Sex, Truth and The-
atre."

With the mystique of college life
strongest among teens in junior high
and high school, the network clearly
hopes to bring in young viewers, and
to keep them for Malibu Road in
the second hour of prime time.
Freshman Dorm executive pro-
ducer Steve Tisch, whose family
owns CBS, candidly says he expects
the network "to use this show and
milk it for all it's worth."
